Deadline –September 12th, 2013
What is the purpose of the Age Friendly Community Project Grants?
· To offer financial support to municipalities that helps create or adapt infrastructure, programs and services to be more accessible and inclusive of seniors with varying needs and abilities.
How much grant money is available?

· Up to 50% of the total project cost, to a maximum of $5,000.  The municipality is required to match the Department’s contribution, in cash or in-kind.

· A municipal unit is eligible to apply for more than one grant however; a separate application form for each grant is required.
· Multiple municipalities can apply to conduct a regional collaborative project however; each participating municipality must submit its own separate application form.

Who can apply?
· All municipalities in Nova Scotia. This includes regional municipalities, towns and rural municipalities. 
· In a collaborative project that is undertaken with a community partner(s), the municipal applicant is responsible for the grant. 
What are the project criteria?
· Projects must:
· Demonstrate planning in one or more of the 8 key areas of an age friendly community as outlined in the “Age-Friendly Rural & Remote Communities: A Guide” or the “WHO Age-Friendly Cities Guide”.
· Advance the age friendliness of community as outlined in the above Guides.

· Be informed by seniors regarding what is, and what is not age friendly.  
· Demonstrate collaboration and community engagement especially of older adults.
· Clearly identify the proposed activities that will be undertaken. 

· Be able to start, with resources and financing in place upon receipt of funding.

· Be able to be completed within one year from receipt of funding.
· Involve one-time costs.
· Not have been already completed.
What are the applicant’s responsibilities should they be awarded funding? 

· Proper fiscal management, including acceptable accounting records (receipts must be kept and copies must be provided).  

· Provision of a brief interim update via email and completion of a final report (using templates provided by the Department of Seniors).  

What is the application process?
· Complete the application form, attaching all necessary documents outlined in the application checklist. Send to:

What is the deadline for applications?
· Applications must be received by the Department of Seniors no later than 

4:30 pm, Thursday September 12th, 2013.  Applications post-marked September 12th will not be accepted.  

What is the review and selection process?
1. Applications will be screened to determine eligibility.
2. Eligible applications will be assessed by a Selection Committee that will make recommendations to the Department of Seniors on projects that should receive funding.

3. Recommended projects will be sent to the Minister of Seniors for approval. 
When will applicants be notified?

· Successful applicants will be contacted in February 2014.
