And whereas the Nova Scotia Utility and Review Board (“Board”) considered the manner in which it would
proceed to set petroleum product prices in its decision, 2006 NSUARB 108, issued on October 16, 2006;

And whereas the Board revised the wholesale margin effective January 4, 2013, in its decision, 2012 NSUARB
213, issued on December 12, 2012;

And whereas on December 30, 2020, the Board issued an interim order in Matter M09952 increasing the
wholesale margin for self-service and full-service gasoline and diesel, on an interim basis, by 2.50 cents per litre
(cpl) to a total of 9.15 cpl;

And whereas the Board revised the retail markup and the transportation allowance effective October 28, 2016,

in its decision, 2016 NSUARB 168, issued on September 26, 2016, and on February 1, 2021, the Board issued

an order in Matter M09727 approving an increase to the minimum self-service and full-service retail markup by
0.3 cpl and to the maximum self-service retail markup by 0.4 cpl, to a total for the minimum of 5.4 cpl, and for

the maximum of 7.4 cpl;

And whereas in a decision dated April 15, 2021, in Matter 09727 (2021 NSUARB 50), the Board directed a
process to consider a retail markup adjustment mechanism, applied monthly, to address ongoing Covid-19-
related reduced sales volumes to ensure just and reasonable prices for petroleum products pending recovery
from the pandemic, and on June 2, 2021, the Board issued an order approving the methodology for the monthly
adjustment mechanism;

And whereas the average of the average of the daily high and low reported product prices (in Canadian cents)
for the period ended July 7, 2021, are:

Grade 1 Regular gasoline 73.40¢ per litre
Ultra-low-sulfur diesel oil 69.79¢ per litre

Now therefore the Board prescribes the benchmark prices for petroleum products to be:
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Gasoline:
Grade 1 73.40¢ per litre
Grade 2 76.40¢ per litre
Grade 3 79.40¢ per litre
Ultra-low-sulfur diesel oil 69.79¢ per litre

And now therefore the Board has determined, based on historical data regarding price changes and to achieve
revenue neutrality, it is appropriate to apply, and the Board so orders, forward averaging corrections of:

Gasoline: plus 0.90¢ per litre
Ultra-low-sulfur diesel oil: plus 0.25¢ per litre

And now therefore the Board orders that a monthly adjustment to the retail markup is required to account for
the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on current sales volumes, as follows:

Gasoline:
minimum self service and full-service: plus 0.60¢ per litre
maximum self-service: plus 0.80¢ per litre

Ultra-low-sulfur diesel oil:
minimum self service and full-service: plus 0.20¢ per litre
maximum self-service: plus 0.30¢ per litre

And now therefore the Board prescribes the prices for petroleum products as set forth in Schedule “A”
effective on and after 12:01 a.m., July 9, 2021.

Renewable Electricity Regulations—amendment

Order in Council 2021-182 dated July 9, 2021
Amendment to regulations made by the Governor in Council
pursuant to Section 5 of the Electricity Act

The Governor in Council on the report and recommendation of the Minister of Energy and Mines dated May 3,
2021, and pursuant to Section 5 of Chapter 25 of the Acts of 2004, the Electricity Act, is pleased to amend the
Renewable Electricity Regulations, N.S. Reg. 155/2010, made by the Governor in Council by Order in Council
2010-381 dated October 12, 2010, to establish a new renewable electricity standard of 80% renewable energy by
2030, in the manner set forth in Schedule “A” attached to and forming part of the report and recommendation,
effective on and after July 9, 2021.

Schedule “A”

Amendment to the Renewable Electricity Regulations
made by the Governor in Council under Section 5
of Chapter 25 of the Acts of 2004,
the Electricity Act

The Renewable Electricity Regulations, N.S. Reg. 155/2010, made by the Governor in Council by Order in
Council 2010-381 dated October 12, 2010, are amended by adding the following Section immediately after
Section 6A:
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Renewable electricity standard 2030

6B (1) Each year beginning with the calendar year 2030, each load-serving entity must supply its customers
with renewable electricity in an amount equal to or greater than 80% of the total amount of
electricity supplied to its customers as measured at the customers’ meters for that year.

(2) NSPI must meet the renewable electricity standard in subsection (1) by
(a)  continuing to meet the requirements in clauses 6A(2)(a), (b) and (c); and

(b) acquiring at least 1100 GWh from independent power producers in addition to the renewable
low-impact electricity required to meet the requirements in Sections 4, 5, 6 and 6A.

(3) In meeting its obligations under subsections (1) and (2), NSPI may include other sources of
renewable electricity, including:

(a)  contributions from energy procured in relation to a program established under Section 4BA of
the Act;

(b) contributions from renewable low-impact electricity acquired from a source outside of Nova
Scotia.

(4) To meet the renewable electricity standard in subsection (1), a municipal electric utility that
purchases any of its electricity supply from a supplier other than NSPI must ensure that a minimum
of 80% of that non-NSPI electricity supply is renewable electricity.

(5) Electricity supply purchased by a municipal electric utility that is sold to NSPI as spill energy under
the Wholesale Market Non-Dispatchable Supplier Spill Tariff counts towards the municipal electric

utility’s renewable electricity standard under subsection (1) if

(a) an equivalent amount of electricity is purchased from NSPI as backup/top-up energy under the
Wholesale Market Backup/Top-Up Service Tariff; and

(b) the supply is consumed within the same calendar year as it is purchased.
