ATTORNEY GENERAL ORDER

Pursuant to Section 4 of Chapter 393 of
the Revised Statutes of Nova Scotia, 1989,

Whereas subsection 4(3) of the Regulations Act allows the Attorney General, on the recommendation of the
Registrar of Regulations, to order the dispensation of the publication of a regulation in prescribed
circumstances;

And Whereas the Municipal Financial Reporting and Accounting Manual and Schedules made by the Minister
of Municipal Affairs and Housing pursuant to Section[s] 451 [and 520] of Chapter 18 of the Acts of 1998, the
Municipal Government Act, is of such length and complexity to render publication in the Royal Gazette Part II
unpractical;

Therefore, I Hereby Order the dispensation of the publication in the Royal Gazette Part II of the Municipal
